The truth is that the Middle East peace

process, marshaled largely under U.S. aegis, has been one of the most effective American foreign policies of the past

half-century...
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The much-maligned peace process has been a great success from America’s
perspective, and if we hold fast to its founding principles, its best days are yet
to come.
